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Are We Actually Communicating and Connecting?  
     Excerpts from a blog by Ralph Howe edited by Louise      

    
The ability to verbalize the Gospel in words  that your listener can easily understand is of the utmost      
importance if we are hoping to win anyone to the Lord. Many believers, although they understand the Gospel 
and are born again - do not “know” the gospel well enough to verbalize it.  We must be able to express the 
Gospel in a way that others can understand what Jesus has accomplished through His death and               
resurrection.  The listener needs to be able to understand what he must do to receive salvation, how to     
repent and how to forgive. 

 Don’t believe me? Ask two or three mature believers to tell you the Gospel! If you are not seriously confused 
by the time they have finished - I would be very surprised. I have asked close to a hundred mature believers over the last 16 
months to tell me the Gospel. Two have spoken it in a way that it was understandable and actually told me what I needed to   
believe and what I needed to do. 

So, here’s a challenge -  Find a new and dynamic way to share the basic Gospel of the Kingdom. Talk to people about spiritual 
issues and what’s going in their lives. Then think of new ways to relate to them and then present the Gospel to them.. As you 
read the Bible underline verses and stories that emphasize the Gospel. Ask the Holy Spirit to help you to find a way to present 
the Good News using those Bible stories and verses. Strengthen your own understanding of the Gospel. See the Gospel as part 
of God’s powerful plan to save the lost.  Think of it as a vehicle that carries the power of God’s word as well as the conviction of 
the Holy Spirit. 

Communication have always been important to the hum an race  - but never more so than today.  We live in a society of   
instant text messaging, emails, and world-wide access to information.  Statistics prove that communicating today - staying in 
touch with friends and family - is very important. 

Read some of the current statistics:  
96 -the number of text messages teens send or receive in a typical day (The Nielsen Co., June 2009) 
47% - teens who say their social lives would end or be weakened if text messaging was not an option 
(CTIA - The Wireless Association / Harris Interactive, September 2008) 
61% of 13 to 17 year olds have a personal profile on social media sites such as MySpace, Friendster or Xanga. Half have 
posted pictures of themselves online. (Cox Communications / National Center for Missing and Exploited Children, May 2006) 
More than half of teens (52%)  listened to online radio in 2008 which was up from 34% in 2007 (The NPD Group, 2008) 

These are older statistics which are even higher today than when the surveys were originally taken. 

So, we need to learn how to communicate and connect  in today’s mass media and technological world and how to do it   
effectively. And remember - no Christianese. Don’t use too many Christian or Bible terms unless you are able to explain them in 
a simply, street-wise manner. Find a dynamic equivalent so that unchurched people can understand what you are                  
communicating. Ask yourself if you’re saying words that don’t mean anything to the world. We must make sure that we are   
communicating in ways that people can understand. We must move towards them and not expect them to move towards us. It is 
our task to speak in a way that is clear, concise and understood. I may be hard work at first but it can be done. Why not ask one 
of the younger members of the church to help you if you are having trouble. 

God’s revelation to people is given to us in words we can understand. We must strive to pass His words  along to     
others in a way they too can understand/  

If you are a reader there are many good books on co mmunication available.   We need to recognize who we are being led 
to speak to and learn their language in much the same way as missionaries do before they leave for a foreign country. Our sub-
cultures are teens, skateboarders, musicians, drug addicts or seniors and businessmen.  Who ever is different to you. Ralph is 
am constantly reading books on connecting, communicating, culture and society, preaching, public speaking, and networking. 
There is a lot out there that is well worth investing time reading and studying - both secular and Christian. He can advise you. 

J.B. Phillips  who translated the New Testament into modern English back in the 1960’s long before the Living Bible or The 
Message Version stated, “If words are to enter people’s hearts and bear frui t, they must be the right words shaped to 
pass defenses and explode silently and effectually within their minds.”  In other words, as one author said recently, “We 
need a new sound - words that hit home, words that achieve deliverance of hearts and attract people to  come under the 
sound of the Gospel .” 

The message has not changed but the way we need to connect with people and then communicate truth cert ainly has.
