Dear Friends, 
 
 A group of us from the Sanctuary church attended  the Life 
Builders Network Leaders Day in Moose Jaw on the 6t h. 
 Ralph gave an  inspiring presentation about How to  Improve 
our Sunday Experience.         
 Bob MacDonald  taught on the six levels of prophec y .   
The first four levels are empowered by the Holy Spi rit. 
 Level one is the spirit of prophecy in which anyon e moved by 
the Holy Spirit in church when there is an atmosphe re of prophecy 
can bring a message to inspire, comfort or encourag e the           
congregation. 
 Level two is the gift of prophecy.  You can’t grow  into this 
level it requires a gift of prophecy which can func tion anywhere 
anytime and does not require an atmosphere of proph ecy. This gift 

needs training, character development and the break ing, healing and transformation of 
the soul so that a clear Word from God can come thr ough. See Hebrews 5:14 
 Level three is the ministry of prophecy.  At this level the person should have      
reliable words from God that are not clouded by sta tic from the soul. The person should 
develop a strong anointing, local commissioning, ma ture character and faith, and      
accountability to leadership. 
 Level four is the mantel of prophecy which require s continued character growth, 
yieldedness, inner healing and attitude adjustments . There is an increased sphere of 
influence, favour with God and man, giftedness, and  anointing.  
 The next two levels are the office of prophet and apostle. Apostles and prophets  
are gifts to the church from Christ himself. You ca n’t grow into this level it is given by 
Jesus. As a five fold ministry apostles and prophet s are to equip the church members 
to do whatever God has called them to do. Their gif ting is much stronger and their        
responsibilities and sphere of influence is much gr eater.  
 In response to this excellent teaching I began to rethink the process by which I 
had planned to establish the Prophetic team.  The g oals for the team remain the same.  
Something Bob said showed me a step that I had miss ed in my planning for the          
development of the prophetic team.  So for now I wi ll be meeting with Lawrie to work 
out the details.   
 The larger team meetings will be postponed for a w hile.  
 For the time being members of The Sanctuary Church  are still encouraged to 
speak on the Spirit of Prophecy level which is the anointing that the Holy Spirit gives to 
the people in the service to receive and deliver a message to build up, to comfort, or to            
encourage the church. If you feel God has given you  something to say write it out and 
give it to Lawrie or whoever is preaching.  You wil l be called to the microphone after the      
sermon at the discretion of the preacher.  One of t he key goals of this ministry is to help 
everyone learn to hear from God for themselves.  Th at is where we start.  As our     
character grows, and we spiritually mature in Chris t God will begin to use us to          
encourage the church under a Spirit of prophecy and  with a gift of prophecy.  
 Messages that give correction or direction are to be delivered in writing to me. 
They will be prayerfully considered.  They are not to be delivered by you to individuals 
or the church. I will deal with them for now.         
 Personal prophecy is the job of those who have pro ven character and are at a high 
prophetic level.  We will work together in time to help your gifting to grow.

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    Parenting Tips  
 
 Here are a few of things that I have learned about parenting that I 
think could help any parent deal with some of the p roblems that arise when 
parenting children. 
 Individuation  is the process the child goes through when they         
develop their self identity.  It is the time when t hey begin to discover that 
they are separate from Mom with ideas of their own.   It happens with a 
bang at two.  The terrible twos they call it.  This  is a particularly startling 
stage because it comes right after the symbiotic st age.  

 The symbiotic stage  occurs between 18 to 24 months. Toddlers want to b e with mom all of 
the time and often cry if mom leaves the room. This  stage is very important to the development 
of their personality.  Children who don’t attach th emselves 24/7 to a parent at this age will have 
a stunted emotional and social growth. 
 Individuation is the cause of your little dears le arning to say No  to whatever you say.  We 
must be careful how we handle this because we want them to learn to say no to certain things 
like strangers with candy but we want them to say y es to brushing their teeth and eating their 
vegetables. Explain the rules and use time outs and  rewards. 
 Another intense stage in the process of becoming a n individual happens when children 
are between 5 and 6 years old. Kindergarten can be a bumpy year.  
 Other difficult individuating stages happen when c hildren are 8 or 9, when they approach 
their teens and again in mid to late teens when the y are pushing the boundaries and             
challenging the rules. Use natural consequences  for disciple. For example: if they borrow 
something but don’t put it away the natural consequ ence is that they won’t be able to borrow it 
next time they ask. 
 In LUKE 2: 46-52 we see Jesus individuating.  Mary ‘s reaction in this situation is very    
revealing. She was astonished and asked why had he treated her that way?  She treats him with 
respect and didn’t punish Him for things she didn’t  understand. Instead they discuss it so he 
knew better the next time. 
 The adolescent years are difficult ones for every child and for every parent.  It is a time of 
so much change. While a teen’s body is changing, he  is developing independent and abstract 
thinking, and he is developing spiritually as well.   A Christian teen develops more depth in his 
personal relationship with Jesus and hopefully find s a new focus for his understanding of what 
God wants him to do with his life. Young people go through a process of re-examining their 
faith and making it their own.  Anyone who became a  Christian as a child must grow spiritually 
and recommit themselves to Christ at their new leve l of spiritual                                                                                      
understanding in the teen or early adult years.   
 Teens face so many temptations and choices.  Frien ds become extremely important to 
them. As mothers we try to get to know their friend s and help them to make good choices but it 
is not easy. Sadly I discovered that I should have been getting to know more about their 
friend’s parents as well. 
   As mothers we, like Mary, don’t always understan d why our children are acting the way 
they are. We don’t always know whether our children  are making good choices when we aren’t 
there to coach them.  We need to listen patiently a nd try to understand.  We do know that we 
will sometimes make mistakes. I know that I have! W hat worked with one didn’t always work 
with the next one. They all have very different per sonalities and temperaments.  
 There never was a time when I felt that I had fina lly learned all there was to learn about       
mothering.                
  When my children were young most of what I did wa s based on the good examples of my 
mother and grandmothers, ACTS 16:1 and 2 TIMOTHY 1: 5. 



How well a mother and father follow the guidelines of scripture in their own lives 
and how well they teach their children to follow th em becomes the basis of how well 
their children and grand children will do in life. The vast majority of mothers that are         
mentioned in scripture are mentioned because of the ir role in transmitting the faith and 
teaching their children what is right, PROVERBS 29: 15 and 17.     
 Children need boundaries and rules to feel secure and know what they are to do. 
Children will live up to our expectations . If we show that we expect them to do well and 
show them respect and understanding they will respo nd positively because they want 
our love and approval.  
 When they make mistakes we need to know how to cor rect them with kindness 
and love. The discipline of a mother and father is to be gentle not abusive God himself     
compares the way He will comfort and care for His p eople to the way a mother comforts 
her children. 
 When Jesus was just beginning his ministry JOHN 2:  3-5 Mary didn’t tell him what 
to do she just told him about the need she had obse rved in a way that expressed her 
confidence in his ability  to fix the problem.    
 The launching stage can be very difficult. You wan t to help your children and fix 
their problems but you know that it is in fixing th eir own problems and that they build 
character and learn to lean on God.  You hope and p ray that they will remember what 
you taught them and that they will listen to the vo ice of God and obey Him. We must   
remember that it is their time to decide and like M ary express our confidence in them, 
support them in their decisions, help them when the y ask and let them go for it.     
 Now after the traumas of raising our children come  the wonderful Grandma years. 
This is a mother’s reward for all the work of mothe rhood.  Without so much to do we 
can do all the things we wanted to do when our chil dren were little but we didn’t have 
the time or the money for. 
  

 But what if you didn’t grow up in a Christian home ? All is not lost.  God has given 
us Church Moms and Grandmas who can help us along t he way. Church Grandmas fill 
the role of Mom for many who are without Moms or wh o live far away from their Moms. 
Scripture tells us that as older women we are to he lp the younger Moms and teach them 
how to love and care for their families.  Often thi s is done with a helping hand and bit of 
friendly encouragement and advice.  
  As Moms we need the friendship and the help of ot her women. We know that with 
our church sisters we will find a listening ear, a comforting hug and even a shoulder to 
cry on when things go wrong.  
 

    A time for reconciliation      
 
 We also need love, acceptance and forgiveness in o ur families.  As I mentioned 
earlier no matter how hard we try, Moms are not per fect.  We all make mistakes and we 
need to know that our children love and forgive us even when we feel as if we made 
more mistakes than anything else.   
  We need to express our love to our Moms to thank them and bless them. I want 
you to take a minute or two and thank God for your natural Mothers and Grandmothers 
and the Mothers and Grandmothers of the church. 
 Take few minutes  to ask God to show you if there is anything you need to forgive 
your mother for and do it now. Let your Mother know  you forgive her for the mistakes 
she made when she was learning to parent you.  It w ill mean a lot to her, believe me!

RALPH’S NEXT MISSION TRIP  
  
 Ralph will be returning to the      
nation of Ukraine from May 18 to 
June 2. Bob MacDonald from 
Saskatoon will be with him on this 
trip. Some of Ralph’s team of 
young apostles and prophets will 
join him for hands-on practice and 
training in each location.   
      

 In the first city Ralph and his team will be teaching the Walk In the Supernatural 
Seminar. By the time he arrives in Ukraine it is hoped that the new manual (minus a 
few recent changes and additions) will be available in Russian as it is currently being 
translated in its entirety. Three members of the team will be teaching during these 
three days - Bob, Miroslav and Ralph. Miroslav is Ralph’s administrator for Eastern 
Europe and an apostle by calling. 
 
 They will head to their second location by overnight train.  During the second 
week they will be teaching the first ever (for them anyways) School of  Apostles and 
Prophets. This is a new venture for Ralph Howe Ministries and much planning and 
preparation has gone into it.  Ralph hopes to have 50 students from 5 nations for the 
five days of teachings (3 major sessions a day). This will allow these young men and 
women to move forward in major ways in their understanding of their gifts and callings 
as apostles and prophets in training. To follow up a second week is planned for this 
winter. This school will eventually have three levels with two weeks of concentrated 
and focused study for each level. Ralph and the team will be ministering in several  
local churches on the two Sundays they are in Ukraine (4 services). They will meet 
with many pastors and leaders in special meetings. They will also be meeting with 
leaders from other nations to plan future trips to their areas.  
  
 God has opened some major doors for Ralph and the team in Eastern Europe. 
There is, of course, some opposition to their message and the prophetic ministry that 
always accompanies apostles and prophets. However, what God has begun He will 
bring to completion and His will is always done on Earth as it is in Heaven. We simply 
trust Him to continue to open doors in spite of the plans of man.
