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Goodness is the Nature of God

God told Moses that He is merciful and gracious; slow to anger and
rich in unfailing love and faithfulness. This is God’s Autobiography — this is
how God describes Himself in Exodus 34:6

There are two sides to God'’s character and Goodnes s
describes them both.  God is loving, merciful and gracious and that is
balanced by God’s righteousness, holiness and justice. ROMANS 11:22
says, “Notice how God is both kind and severe. He is severe to those who
disobeyed, but kind to you as you continue to trust in his kindness. But if
you stop trusting, you also will be cut off”.

Psalm 25:8 says, “The LORD is good and does what is right; He
shows the proper path to those who go astray.” We need to pray that God
will work directly in those who have gone astray and through us by the
example of our lifestyle and our words.

God blesses us generously.  Wow! God will delight in being good to us and He will make us
successful in everything we do (DEUTERONOMY 30:9). That is what it says but we need to read the
surrounding verses which add - if you will obey His voice and obey His commands. God wants to be
generous to us but we must do our part.

God protects and intervenes for his people in times of danger and difficulty. PSALM 84:11
says, “For the LORD God is our light and protector. He gives us grace and glory. No good thing will
the LORD withhold from those who do what is right.”

God will be present with us  We are not to be afraid or discouraged when things aren’t going
the way we hoped. We need to remember to go to God in Prayer and step out in faith to do the
things that God has told us to do. God is a Good God and will bring to pass the things that He has
told us to do if we listen to Him and obey Him.

God’s goodness was best illustrated by the life of Jesus who went around doing good,
teaching about God’'s goodness and demonstrating it by healing everyone who came to Him for help.
Jesus cast out demons and broke off the oppression of the enemy. Jesus did many miracles that
showed people the goodness of God. The ultimate demonstration of God’s goodness was when
Jesus died on the cross to take the punishment for our sins and to give us the hope of abundant life
now and eternal life in heaven.

God’s promises don't fail ( 1KINGS 8:5). God has always kept His part of the bargain that is
why the scripture writers could say that God has kept all of His promises. We need to recognize that
most of God’s promises are conditional in the same way that prophetic words are. If we want God to
keep His promises to us we need to search our lives to see what could prevent God’s goodness from
helping us and change them.

God promises blessings and help  (GENESIS 50:20; 1 CHRONICLES 28:8). ROMANS 8:28
says, “And we know that God causes everything to work together for the good of those who love God
and are called according to his purpose for them.” God can turn terrible things that happened to us
around to bless us who love and praise Him.

Do what pleases God. ROMANS 12:2 says, “Don't copy the behavior and customs of this
world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will
know what God wants you to do and you will know how good and pleasing and perfect His will really
is.” Our salvation rests on our faith in Jesus as Saviour and Lord but the promised blessings are
conditional according to our response of thankfulness, obedience and love toward God.

Remember God is Good and wants to bless us abundant  ly in every area of our lives.
