4> How are they to do it?

In 1 Corinthians 12 it states that there are 9 gifts given
to believers who are baptized in the Holy Spirit

These are given to them by the Holy Spirit and
everyone has at least one of these supernatural gifts.
These gifts are given, according to chapter 14, to
benefit everyone and not just the person who receives
it. These are ministering gifts by which we can do the
work of the ministry we have been called to do.

So, once you have received the experience of the
Baptism in the Holy Spirit you need to discover your
giftings so that you know HOW you are to do what
the Lord has called youto do. As well, God often
speaks through a prophet or an apostle and gives a
person a fairly detailed understanding of their ministry
and what it is going to involve. Not to mention, as you
listen to Him in your own daily time with Him He will
give daily details to help guide and direct you during
the next 24 hours as you go about ministering to others
in His Name.

5> Where are they to do it?

As well, a believer needs to know where they are to
accomplish what the Lord has called them to do. As a
person begins to minister and fulfill what the Lord has
called them to do, they should begin working in the
local church under the direction of a mature and
respected leader . Here they will can be discipled,
trained, equipped and mentored. Then, if it is the
Lord’s will, they can be released with the Lord’s
blessing and the support of the local church into a
trans-local ministry and ministering in other places as
well as the local fellowship of believers. | believe the
local church is the center and starting point for all
ministry (see Paul's ministry arising out of the Church
in Antioch - Acts 13).

Fellowship is the glue that holds the church
together. Fellowship is the atmosphere in
which love for one another can grow. Jesus told
us that His followers must love one another. To
do that we must get to know one another by
spending time together.

Bar-B-Qs give us lots of opportunity for
fellowship and evangelism. These are good
events to invite a loved one or neighbor to.
